Seam Allowance 

Tulip Lady Finger and King David's Crown Two-Block Quilt
46" x 46" 

(includes 1˝ and 2˝ - wide borders)

Whether you call it foundation or paper piecing, this
method of making quilt blocks is re-gaining popularity among
today’s quilters. Using a numbered muslin or paper pattern as
a foundation, you create crisp, precisely pieced blocks. If you
can sew a straight line, you can foundation piece!

Catch the corners on this
Foundation Favorites pattern.
Tulip Lady Finger takes 4 foun-
dation pieced sections plus 4 B
and one A rotary cut patch per
block. Use a straight setting to
create the quilt shown at right,
or combine "Tulip Lady Fingers"
with our "King David's Crown"
block to create the brightly 
colored quilt at lower right. 

Measurements given are for an
8" block. If desired, enlarge or
reduce the foundation pattern
for alternate sizes.
